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Georgius Agricola

  Georg Bauer, more popularly known by his Latin name, Georgius Agricola, was considered the founder of geology as a discipline. Agricola had made fundamental contributions to mining geology, metallurgy, mineralogy, structural geology and paleontology.

  Agricola was born in Glauchau, in what is now Germany. He studied classics, and later medicine, in Leipzig University. In 1526, he got his medical degree.

  However, he did not show much interest in his profession. Instead, he devoted most of his time and energy to the studies of mining and geology. 

  His writing reflects the amount of study and first-hand observations he made. Among the books he wrote were ‘de Ortu et Causis Subterraneorum’, the first book on physical geology, ‘DeNatura Fossilium’(On the Nature of Fossils), a great contribution to paleontology and ‘De Re Metallica’(On Nature of Metals). In ‘De Re Metallica’, he reviewed everything about mining- equipments, machinery, means of finding ores and transportation. 

  He noted that rocks were laid down in definite layers, or strata, and that these layers occurred in a consistent order and could be traced in a wide area. This observation is one of his contributions to stratigraphic geology and become important in understanding the arrangement and origins of the rocks of the Earth. 

  He died in 1555, a year before his posthumous publication of ‘De Re Metallica’, his greatest work.
